
Born March 18, 1918 in White River, Washington to
Ishiro and Shina Iwai. Brother of Hideo, Sunao, Harumi,
Hiroshi and Emma Iwai Mori. He was a section hand
with the railroad. Entered military service in the spring of
1941. Served with the 41st Divison and the 442nd RCT
team. Killed in action on April 19, 1945 near
Castelpoggio, Italy during the Po Valley campaign.
Awarded Combat Infantryman’s Badge, Bronze Star,
Purple Heart, Victory Medal, American Theatre Medal,
and European-African-Middle Eastern Theatre Service
Medal. Buried at Evergreen-Washelli Cemetery.
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
